�� Application Form and Essay Students must complete the form and choose an essay question from the three
options provided. 

�� Recommendation Forms Recommendations are required from the following: the English teacher, math
teacher, and principal, advisor, or guidance counselor. There is also an optional
form for applicants who would like to ask a favorite teacher for a recommendation.

�� Transcript Release Form The transcript release form is submitted to the registrar at the candidate’s current
school.

�� Parent/Guardian Evaluation Parents and guardians can be a valuable source of information, particularly in
terms of study habits, personality, strengths, and weaknesses. St. Timothy’s School
appreciates such input.

�� Application Fee The application fee is $50 ($100 for applicants living outside the U.S.). Please make
a check payable to St. Timothy’s School.

�� Graded Paper Please send us a copy of a paper that you have written this year for an English or
history class that has been graded and contains teacher comments.

�� Interview and Tour Please visit St. Timothy’s School for an interview and tour. A visit allows the 
applicant to share her interests in a face-to-face setting, meet our dynamic students,
and experience the beauty of campus. Families are encouraged to visit during the
school year whenever possible, as this is the best time to observe academic and
campus life in action. To schedule a visit, please contact the Office of Admissions.
We make every effort to accommodate busy schedules.

�� Standardized Tests Most students should register for the ISEE (Independent School Entrance Exam)
or the SSAT (Secondary School Admissions Test). Our SSAT school code is 6994
and our ISEE school code is 210990. Families can register online, through the mail,
or over the telephone for either test.
